3. Now let us know who you would like your hard earned sponsorship to be passed onto. 
For this event, you need to choose between our two nominated charities – either search for Plymouth Hospitals if you want to raise money in memory of Isla, or Battledown if you want to raise money for Holly’s computer.

4. Next, choose the type of page you wish to create which, for this event, is An organised event. If you are doing this event in memory of Isla, you will be able to specify this on your page. You won’t find our event on the site as it’s not ‘official’ enough, so simply create your own event by clicking on Create your own... Call it Isla and Holly’s Assault Course Challenge and complete the date etc…
5.  The charity is NOT contributing to the cost of your event.

6. You can then decide if you would like your chosen charity to be able to contact you about their amazing work or if you would like to receive some awesome fundraising tips from us and be kept up-to-date with all things JustGiving. 

7. Finally, choose your web address .The default web address is the name of the person that is setting up the page, but you can of course change that. There are no restrictions... unless you count the age old rule that a web address can only contain letters, numbers or hyphens (-). 
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8. Click Create your page.
